It ikkelylthe line would be run underground
because of the cost. The Task Force recommenddtbonsed on minimizing disruption
to small land owners, and keep to main highwaytragtways. Minutes from the
meeting will be provided to members to check fausacy. There is no good route and
PUC is realizing that there is also a bottleneckugh St. Joseph and into Waite Parke.
