1. St. John’s Wind Turbine — Br. Benedict Leuthner and Mr. Bill Boom, from 3bhn’s, appeared
to announce that they will attend the Planning Baaeeting to initiate the process to seek
approval for the construction of a 2.5 megawattdaurbine on the hill directly west of West
Gemini Lake. The unit will be a Nordex 2500 andmsicipated to produce 50% of the annual
electrical needs of the campus. When windy (20)ntipd turbine should be able to carry the
entire campus. Any excess power will be sold lhadkxcel. They are currently in the
preliminary stages of planning. Power lines taffrite turbine will run underground. Road
access will be through the Flynntown area. Thieitgrwill make some noise, though it
shouldn’t be significant according to Br. Benedithere is a financial tax incentive to begin
construction before the end of the year to takenathge of federal incentives. The tower will be
260 feet to the hub with blades that extend tofée0high.
